Term Life insurance also runs through 
July 31. In addition to requiring no medi-
cal review, the Club will pay your pre-
miums until the end of the year for any 
eligible Club Member age 40 and younger! 
We have included spouses of active City 
Employees in addition to DWP employees 

to enroll for up to $50,000 of guaranteed 
life insurance coverage per person. You 
must be working a minimum of 30 hours 
per week for DWP or the City of LA during 
the time of enrollment, and you/spouse 
must be 40 years of age or younger to 
qualify.
