Many Club Members have asked me 
what types of benefits their children 

are entitled to. In the eyes of the insur-
ance carrier, there is a big difference 
between your spouse and your dependent 
children.

There are several insurance carriers 
and policies with the City Employees 
Club that allow City Employees to provide 
insurance coverage to your dependents.

Let’s define “dependent” from the 
insurance carrier’s viewpoint. Your depen-
dent is your daughter, son, stepchild, 
adopted child, eligible foster child up to 
the age of 19, or in some cases a perma-
nently disabled adult descendant (as long 

as the permanent disability occurred as 
a child.)

Thanks to our Senate Bill 220 (SB 220), 
which came into effect in California in 
January 2012, this bill authorizes depen-
dent children to be eligible for coverage 
under group life insurance polices up to 

age 26 regardless of marital status or 
attending an educational institution full 
time. This is comparable to those made 
for dependent children under the federal 
Patient Protection and Affordable Care 
Act of 2010.

The Club also provides other ancillary 

insurance plans that are not subjected to 
the healthcare reform act. In these cases, 
the insurance carrier has its own stan-
dards to determine an eligible dependent.

For clarification of which carriers 
consider your child an eligible depen-
dent, I’ve comprised a chart to serve 
as a guide. If you have a specific case
